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Oak Class

This half term, in Oak Class, we will be learning about …
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History
Pupils will explore life from the Stone Age to the Iron Age. They will learn about how people lived, what they ate, the tools they used, and how societies changed over time, using evidence to ask questions, make comparisons, and present their findings. 






Art
This term, pupils will explore Stone Age art by creating their own cave paintings. They will experiment with natural colours, simple shapes, and different tools to recreate the style and techniques used by people in the Stone Age, expressing their creativity while learning about this ancient art form
Computing
This term, pupils will be learning about coding and word processing. They will create simple programs to develop their problem-solving skills and learn how to write, format, and present text effectively using word processing tools. Children will also explore how technology can be used to communicate ideas clearly and creatively.

English 
This term, pupils will be studying The Highwayman to inspire their own poetry, focusing on rhythm, imagery, and storytelling through verse. They will also research Mount Everest and write a non-chronological report, presenting facts and information clearly while developing their writing and research skills.

Maths
This term, pupils will be learning about shape, position, direction, and angles. They will explore properties of 2D and 3D shapes, use coordinates to describe positions, understand movement and symmetry, and measure and calculate angles in different contexts. Children will develop their reasoning and problem-solving skills through practical and visual activities.

Music
This term, pupils will be exploring film scores and soundtracks. They will listen to a variety of music from films, learn how composers create mood and emotion, and experiment with creating their own musical pieces to match different scenes. Children will develop their understanding of rhythm, melody, and dynamics while expressing their creativity.
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This term, pupils will be learning about forces and magnets. They will explore how forces such as gravity, friction, and air resistance affect movement, and investigate how magnets attract and repel, as well as which materials are magnetic. Children will carry out experiments, record their observations, and explain what they discover.


RE 
Pupils will explore the question: What sort of king is Jesus to Christians? They will learn about Christian beliefs regarding Jesus as a king, including themes of humility, service, and leadership, and reflect on what these ideas mean in everyday life.

MFL 
This term, pupils will learn French through the exciting topic of space travel and the planets. They will practise the names of the planets, key space-related vocabulary, and simple sentences to describe them, developing their listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills through fun activities.
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
